“Men and brethren, let me freely speak unto you of the patriarch David, that he is both dead and buried, and his sepulchre is with us unto this day. This Jesus hath God raised up, whereof we all are witnesses.”, (Acts 2:29-32)
“Resurrection Sunday”

Many around the world call today “Resurrection Sunday”. While clearly their intent is to honor the resurrection of Jesus, there is an implication that they think of it in the same way people think of a birthday – a simple annual event. There are many scriptural problems with this. Last year at this time, we studied about the evil origin of the so-called religious holiday “Easter”. (For those who were not here or would like to hear it again it is on our website at www.WoodbridgeChurchOfChrist.com)
We must remember that there are no commands of Scripture to have ANY holiday (Colossians 2:16-17). However, the Scriptures DO provide for remembering BOTH the sacrifice AND the resurrection of the Son of God. When we partake of communion (the Lord’s Supper we do so because of His command (Matthew 26:26-29). 

The question of when and how often we do in following the approved example of the apostles and our brethren of the first century, Acts 20:7 makes it clear that THEY considered EVERY first day of the week “Resurrection Sunday”. So, this morning we will again, honor the resurrection of Christ. And we will do so each first day of the week, until our Lord returns. We will, as the verses above instruct, accept the testimony of the eye witnesses to these things and follow their instruction and example.
