In that this will be the last Sunday I will be spending with you as paid preacher, I’d like to use this space to reflect on the last five years and try to look forward to the next. First, I want to thank the Eldership for having invited me and my family to work with you all. I pray that the time we have spent together has given each of you the ability to be even more energetic in serving our Lord. I am sincere in wanting to stay in touch with you and look forward to the occasion that my bring us back to visit (perhaps for the 50th anniversary of the beginning of this congregation?).

The verses above speak plainly of the apostles’ primary objective, “the glory of God”. Paul, as do you and I, understood that there is no room for politics in the church. I shall keep you in memory by prayer for as good of health as God sees fit that you may be able to grow both in number and in spirit.

Last Week’s Answer


The Tetragrammaton (Greek: τετραγράμματον; "word with four letters") is the usual reference to the Hebrew name for God, which is spelled (in the Hebrew alphabet): (yod) (heh) (vav) (heh). in manuscripts of the Old Testament).  The English spelling is YHWH.





YHWH is the distinctive personal name of the God of Israel.  The name of God, or “YAHWEH”, was too sacred to be spoken by the Israelites so when reading aloud they often substituted Adonai (equivalent “LORD” in the KJV.)
