What Should I call You?

	There have been many names that I have been called referring to my position as a gospel preacher. To name a few Pastor, Reverend, Preacher, Minister, even Father one time, that one I will have to admit blew my mind. We understand that there are many religious titles, such as "reverend," "The Most Holy," "Lord God the Pope," "Father," etc. These titles are admittedly used to distinguish and exalt the "clergy" from the "laity" in most religious circles. Our English word "clergy" is derived from the Greek kleros. Kleros is translated "God's heritage" (I Peter 5:3, KJV). "God's heritage" (kleros) is referring to Christians in a local church, not to a special exalted class. Now how crazy is that the world uses the word clergy in just the opposite sense of what it truly means. 
	There are many who believe those who preach are to be exalted or held above others. This is not the case. Remember how Jesus denied Salome's request to have her sons in an exalted place in Jesus' kingdom (Matthew 20:20-24). Jesus explained, "whosoever will be great among you, let him be your minister. And whosoever will be chief among you, let him be your servant..." (Vss. 26,27 KJV). Jesus' kingdom, he explained, is not like secular kingdoms in which you have power struggles and political hierarchy (Matthew 20:25).
	We need to understand that religious names used in this matter are forbidden. This should tell us a lot about somebody wanting to be called by such a name and then says they are standing up for Christ. “WOW” if they can’t even get this right imagine how much more of the word of God they are getting wrong. Jesus, in describing many of the teachers of his day, vividly depicts more than just a few religious leaders today. "They love the best places at feasts, and the best seats in the synagogues... and to be called by men, Rabbi, Rabbi" (Matthew 23:6, 7). Jesus warned, "But you do not be called Rabbi... do not call any one on earth your father… (Vss. 8-9). Jesus stated, "... he who is greatest among you shall be you servant" (vs. 11). Those who gave themselves to the preaching of the gospel in the First Century were simply "evangelists", "ministers", and "preachers" (Acts 21:8, 2 Timothy 4:5, Romans 10:14).
	Brethren, terms such as "reverend" belong to God: "...Holy and reverend is His name" (Psalm 111:9 KJV). God is not the author of the current "clergy" and "laity" practice! This is once again traditions of men and what does Jesus say about that? “For laying aside the commandment of God you hold the tradition of men…All to well you reject the commandment of God that you my keep your tradition” (Mark 7:8-9).
