	Many of them have become quite popular. One of the most popular is called the Gap Theory. It says that the creation of earth took billions of years with a great time gap between Genesis 1:1 and 1:2 in which the supposed geological ages are inserted. Genesis 1:2 is believed to describe the earth after a great cataclysm terminated these ages.
