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What Make’s Marriage Successful?

The continuing high divorce rate and many now, simply living together suggests lack of this serious thought.					
	God is the creator of man and woman (Genesis 2) and describes to each and everyone of us that His authority is above all others. When we read the scriptures we read of God being the author of marriage (Genesis 2 and 3). Since God knows man and woman and is the author of marriage, He certainly has the right to tell us how to have a successful marriage. From the Genesis account we learn that Eve was to be a help meet, and Adam was to leave his mother and father and "cleave to his wife," Adam was also to provide for his family, and Eve was to be subjection to Adam (Genesis 2:18, 24, 3:17-19, 16). In the New Testament we are given more scriptures telling us about marriage (Ephesians 5: 22-6:4). Marriage, as ordained by God, is supposed to be monogamous and permanent. (Matthew 19:4-10).			So what would be a very important thing to understand to make marriage work? There must be a denial of selfishness. The "love" of Ephesians 5:25, 28, 33 is an unselfish love.
