PRAYING FOR OUR VISION

Prayer is so very important and it is the very critical part of vision development. You might ask why? The reason is this, we see what we are looking for; we often miss what we don’t expect to see. Here is an example from a book that I read. (One afternoon, my brother in-law announced he was going to go down to the beach and look for shark teeth. The author’s boys immediately lit up “can we go with you Uncle Rob?” “Sure” he said. And down to the beach they ran.


As they galloped off, I thought to myself, there aren’t any shark teeth on the beach. I’ve been walking up and down that beach all week, and I haven’t seen any shark teeth. He shouldn’t get my boys hopes up like that.

Brethren an hour later those boys, returned with a handful of shark teeth. The author could not believe it. “Where did you find them?” He asked skeptically. One of his sons proudly announced, “They were in the sand daddy.” You know why the author hadn’t seen the shark teeth? It was because he had not been looking for them. They were there all along. But it took someone who was looking for them to find them. 


Prayer will help us see and help us look for the needs and blessings of our congregation we just need to be looking for it. Let each of us pray for opportunities to do God’s work. Read with me the passage of Nehemiah “O Lord, I pray, please let your ear be attentive to the prayer of Your servant and to the prayer of Your servants who desire to fear Your name; and let Your servant prosper this day I pray, and grant him mercy in the sight of this man…” (Nehemiah 1:11). Let us be as Nehemiah, and ask God to guide us in our vision of success in the Lord’s Kingdom.
