"For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul?”, (Matthew 16:26)
What Shall A Man Give In Exchange For His Soul?

I’d like to continue our study together this morning looking at some questions Jesus asked those around Him. Largely because, it occurs to me that He could as each of us the same questions – for the same reasons. Consequently, our answers are important.

On the surface, one may think that the two questions Jesus posed in the verse above are the same. While certainly related, they are different. The stark reality the Scriptures communicates is that there is absolutely nothing that you or I have that God would accept in “exchange” for any single soul. Yet, in the sacrifice of the Son of God on the cross was given that which is required – the blood of the perfect Lamb of God.

Jesus was tempted in all ways just like are you and I (Hebrews 4:15) yet, unlike us, He – did not sin. The Scriptures tell us of just three of the temptations Satan threw at Jesus. As you may recall, each and every temptation revolved around some aspect of life that every human being can relate to. So, one may consider that Satan tried to get Jesus to give up not only His soul, but every soul that would have the chance for forgiveness by His blood spilled on the cross.

As you and I may have the chance to live in this world to become 100 years old, is there anything we could acquire that we could give to God on the day of His final judgment that would cause Him to not send our sinful soul to Hell?

No. Perhaps this is why Jesus said that to follow Him, we must take up our own crosses. Yet, we are also to lean on Him and let Him lead. What would you exchange for your soul? Then maybe it is time to begin.
