Have You Helped Anyone Cry lately?
An author and lecturer once talked about a contest he was asked to judge. The purpose of the contest was to find the most caring child. The winner was a four-year-old child whose next-door neighbor was an elderly gentleman who had recently lost his wife. Upon seeing the man cry, the little boy went into the old gentleman's yard, climbed onto his lap, and just sat there. 
When his mother asked him what he had said to the neighbor, the little boy said, "Nothing, I just helped him cry." 
Sometimes words are not necessary to help ease another’s pain.  When you were very small did your mother teach you, “Actions speak louder than words”?  In the little story noted above a small child demonstrated this old adage.  Something in his heart told him how he could be of help.  His small, young heart opened to share the large troubles of his old friend.
Big actions are not always necessary.  Never say “I can’t do that.  It is too much for me.”  The smallest offer of help, in any form, is better than no offer at all.  We never know when our small actions will be all that are needed to help.  It doesn’t take much to “help someone cry”.

Preacher’s Pen

“When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am?”, (Matthew 16:13)
“Who Am I?”

One of the best of techniques in teaching is to ask the students a question that will lead them down a trail of accurate discovery. In the passage before us, it appears this is just what Jesus was doing with His disciples.

Today, there are many across the world who know that there really was a man named Jesus; a man who taught love and peace and mercy; a man who did many good things for the people with whom He lived. How unfortunate that so many of these who already know are unwilling to recognize the REASON and the IMPLICATIONS from all the wonderful things Jesus did.

There are many who even are content to grant to Jesus the title “Prophet of God”. Many also believe that while his mother was Mary, she became pregnant with Jesus not by any human being. And apparently, as long as what He (the Prophet) said goes along with how they want to live, they will refer to Him as having “spoken for God”. But, when the teachings of Jesus or His apostles contradict various actions or lifestyles, many will charge this “Prophet of God” with having been either out of touch with reality or having lived in a suppressive era.

This morning, we will study about who this “Son of man” was and some of the implications. We will see from the Scriptures that the whole purpose behind the amazing compassion, phenomenal teaching, and miraculous interventions was to answer the very question Jesus posed to His disciples.

Who He is – is everything. As to His claim of sonship of God there are only a few possible answers. But, if He really IS the son of the true and living God, then His omniscience allowed Him to be very well aware of exactly how to say what He said – in order for every word to stand for all time – regardless of culture, custom, or time. In short, one must obey.
