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The Bodily Form of the Precious Peaceful Dove       
“When all the people were baptized, it came to pass that Jesus also was baptized; and while He prayed, the heaven was opened. And the Holy Spirit descended in bodily form like a dove upon Him, and a voice came from heaven which said, “You are My beloved Son; in You I am well pleased.” (Luke 3:22).
	What a beautiful scene this must have been. Think about how it feels when we are present during the birth of a new soul coming up out of the water that one is baptized in. It is an experience that cannot be matched while upon this earth. How wonderful it is to know that the saving of a soul here on earth is not only something that affects us but also God, Jesus and even the angels in heaven rejoice. Now I know that we do not experience the same visual glorious effect that was experienced at Jesus Baptism, but still how wonderful it is.								
What was so different about Jesus baptism? Why was there a dove involved? In the book of Matthew 3:15 Jesus told John that by Him being baptized it would be a fulfillment of all righteousness. This would include the descending of the dove.  The descent of the Spirit upon Jesus was in accordance with prophecy of (Isaiah 11:2) another sign that truly was the Son of God. The dove shape suggests purity, gentleness, and peace. It had always been this way from the beginning of time.  Jesus makes the dove a symbol of harmlessness notice “… Harmless as doves” (Matthew 10:16). In fact, the nature of this bird makes it a fit emblem of the Spirit, for it agrees well with the fruit of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22, 23). 			
[bookmark: 86]The nations of the earth place eagles upon their banners and lions upon their shields, but He who shall gather all nations into his kingdom, appeared as a Lamb, and his Spirit appeared under the symbol of a dove. Truly His kingdom is a kingdom of peace and love, not of bloodshed and ambition. Noah's dove carried the olive branch, the symbol of peace, and the Holy Spirit manifested Jesus, God's olive branch of peace sent into this world “Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid” (John 14:27).
Brethren, the dove was a sign of the peace to come, and this peace would come through Jesus Christ the Son of God. How great it is to know that when we experience the baptism in Jesus Christ we enter into that peace, but notice not a peace as the world gives, it is an everlasting peace. A peace that can only be experienced in Christ a peace that will sustain us while here on this earth and a peace that will carry us to our Father and His Son at the end of our life.  If you have not experienced this peace, then come to Jesus and find that peace in the salvation that you will receive after being baptized into the peacemaker our Lord and Savior Christ Jesus.
