“Jesus saith unto them, Did ye never read in the scriptures”, (Matthew 21:42a)
What a terrible indictment!

This morning we will consider yet another question Jesus asked of those whom He taught. Of course, the implication is that these folks had NOT understood the Scriptures so that it appeared to the Son of God that they had not even read!

Today, we have advantages that were absent in the 1st century. We have things like the printing press, tape players, computer discs, and I-Pods; all of which are quite capable of filling our minds with the Scriptures. Yet, if Jesus were walking among us today, would He ask, “did you never read in the scriptures”?

We read books, magazines, newspapers, reports related to our work, and watch hundreds of hours of television and listen to who knows how many hours of radio. But, how much time are we willing to devote to the Scriptures?

Often, we find ourselves considering a religious topic with someone and know that the answer is in the Bible, “somewhere”. This is a good beginning. But, we should not content ourselves with such a thought. Instead, we should open a good concordance and find the location. We should apply our conviction that the Scriptures are the Word of God; that the Scriptures contain everything God intends for us to understand of Him and His plan of redemption; that the Scriptures point the way to eternal life; that failure to read, understand, and correctly apply results in spiritual death – eternity in Hell.


If you were to be discussing a religious topic with Jesus, how would He reply to your “thoughts”? Did you never read? Or, well done, thou good and faithful.
