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Only a Few Will Find Life
Now we may ask the question, what does that statement mean? One may say that everyone that is born into this world has life until they die. Brethren that life is only a temporary physical life, in the Bible God talks about another life, an everlasting life, and He says only a few will find it. Jesus said these words “Enter by the narrow gate: for wide is the gate that leads to destruction and there are many who go in by it. Because narrow is the gate and difficult is the way which leads to life, and there are few who find it” (Matthew 7:13-14).	
There are many in this world that believes the majority of people will be in heaven in the end. But the Bible says something different, in fact we read that there have always been only a few saved in different times of the scriptures. Too many believe that just as long as you believe in Jesus and don’t commit some horrible sins you will be with God in the end. Brethren, there were only a few saved after the flood …in which a few, that is eight souls were saved through water.” (1 Peter 3:20). Out of the thousands in Sodom and Gomorrah, only a few were saved (2 Pet. 2: 6-9). We also read of God freeing His people from Egypt (Ex. 13), but out of the millions that came out of Egypt, only a few were saved that is only two Joshua and Caleb (Num. 14).	So this should cause us to ask, who are the few to be saved? Brethren, the few are not a predestined few.  The Bible does not teach such predestination (John 3:16). We read that the few to be saved are those who keep on believing (John 3:16). The word translated “believes” (pisteuon) in the Greek is in the participle form and present tense (The Analytical Greek Lexicon, pg. 326). This is referring to the way we live not just believe. Those who believe are those who obey (John 3:16-21, James 2:14-26). That is why the Hebrew writer wrote these words inspired by God "...he became the author of eternal salvation to all who obey him" (Hebrews 5:8-9). 										So now the question to ask is “are you one of the few?”  The few will be those who humbly turn their lives over to God. Those who decide to believe (Acts 16:31), repent (Luke 13:5), confess (Romans 10: 9-10), and be baptized for the remission of sins (Acts 2:37-38, Acts 8:34-39), and remain faithful to the end (Revelation 2:10), will be numbered in the few.
