WHICH WAY!!!


The belief that there is only one way by which one can be saved has been laughed at, joked about, and even blasphemed. For whatever reason, most of the world has a hard time realizing that there is only one way to obtain salvation by having a relationship with God. If one would only take time to read the history of the Bible, they would come to the conclusion that God has always offered ONE WAY.

Adam and Eve- There was only ONE WAY which they could live and have eternal blessings of God. It was God’s will that they live in the beautiful garden which He had prepared for them, and that they would obey His command to not eat of the forbidden tree. But soon they disobeyed, and thus were placed outside the garden.

Noah and those of his age- There was only ONE WAY of salvation, “within the ark”. The world was wicked and was going to be destroyed. All who desired to be saved would have to enter through the doors of the ark! That was the only way!

Moses- When Moses brought the children of Israel out of the land of bondage, God offered only ONE WAY of salvation- The Red Sea (Exodus 14:13-22). If there was another way, God would have showed them. If they had not crossed through the Red Sea, they would have died. Because this was God’s ONE and only way by which they could be saved!

Those living under the Old Law (law of Moses)- There was only ONE WAY! Obedience of (keeping the law), if they would do this He would bless them richly. If they rebelled against Him, He would cut them off. There was no other choice but that of God’s way in any of these times, nor is there today. There is still only ONE WAY by which one is saved. That is, ONE WAY to salvation. 

Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth and the life; no man comes to the father except through me” (John 14:6). God’s way is through His son Jesus, and the way to Jesus is through the church which He died for. If one is to be saved today, they must be in the ONE church which Jesus built.

Jesus said to Peter upon his confession that He was the Christ “upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it” (Matthew 16:18). In Ephesians 1:22-23, Paul said of Jesus in that the Father “put all things under His feet, and gave Him to be the head over all things to the church, which is His body”. 
There is only ONE body, and the church is that body, therefore only ONE church! On the day of Pentecost, those that responded out of belief, and repented of their sins, and were baptized for the remission of their sins, were added to the ONE church (Acts 2:37-47). That is following the ONE WAY to salvation. “Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved” (Acts 4:12). That name is Jesus Christ.
