“The Master Key To Peace & Happiness”

I suppose every human being desires peace and happiness. The question is, how?

There are three sets of keys from which to choose how to “unlock” the secrets to peace and happiness. Although many have the appearance of peace and happiness, many of these keys are downright absolutely useless. Many other keys are useful. The world at large and absent of ever having read the Bible or making attempt to follow Jehovah God or Christ knows about these keys. 

Don’t get me wrong, these useful keys are good keys. So useful are they that the Scriptures actually talk about them. But, as children of God, we want to use these keys always in the name of the Lord (Colossians 3:17).

But this morning, I’d like to study with you primarily about the Master’s key to peace and happiness. As with the old skeleton key, the Master’s key is the one that will open all the necessary the locks.

Years ago, the Nashville Tennessean carried an account of a rescue from drowning. A small boy named Tommy had saved another boy’s life. The mother of the one whose life had been saved asked her son what he planned to do for his rescuer. The boy replied, “I want to give him all my clothes and all my toys.” Then,” replied his mom, ”you won’t have any left for yourself.” “But, Mother,” said the grateful boy, “if he hadn’t saved me I wouldn’t have had any use for them anyhow.” 

Consider, if Christ had not sacrificed Himself for us, of what use would any good personality, good attitude, positive thinking, as well as any tangible assets be? Only the Master’s key is the master key.
