 “Love”
The Valentine’s Day season is upon us once again.  Children are making valentines in school to send to their friends.  Family members are sending loving greetings to each other.  Those in love are sending remembrances to their loved ones.

But the greatest symbol of love is our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.  Throughout His Holy Word love we are taught to love one another as He loved us and it is interesting to note the following:
1. The word love is mentioned 310 times in the Bible, in 280 verses.  124 of those verses are in the Old Testament, 156 in the New Testament.

2.  Lovingkindness is mentioned 26 times in 26 verses in the entire Bible, all in the Old Testament, most in Psalms.

3. Loveth is found 65 times in 57 verses throughout the Bible.
On the other hand:

       Hate and hatred together are mentioned only 105 times 

       in a total of 95 verses from Genesis to Revelation.
Preacher’s Pen

“Now a certain man was there who had an infirmity thirty-eight years. When Jesus saw him lying there, and knew that he already had been in that condition a long time, He said to him, "Do you want to be made well?" (John 5:5-6)
“Do You Want To Be MADE well?”

As mentioned last week, Jesus asked some wonderful questions that also are quite instructive.

Many would wonder what kind of a “silly” question Jesus was asking this man who had been sick for 38 years. Who would want to NOT be made well? Wouldn’t anyone? Wouldn’t everyone?

Notice with me that the question was not “do you want to “GET” well but rather “do you want to be MADE well”. There is a tremendous difference in the two questions and this difference will be the heart of our study together this morning.

While Jesus first encounter with this man at the pool of Bethesda would seem to revolve around the physical health of the sick man, later verses in the text make it clear that Jesus (as always) is actually more concerned about the sick man’s spiritual health – sin. 

From this event and many others like it, we conclude the same concern remains for us today. Part of what seems to challenge many in deciding to obey the gospel of Christ seems to revolve around a failure to understand the meaning of grace and salvation.

We will notice that while Jesus desired this man to be well again, He did not heal him until he had obeyed. So also, while eternal salvation is not based on works of the flesh, it IS conditional. The following verse makes it clear, “And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him;” (Hebrews 5:9)
