A survivor of the Jamestown Flood was fond of telling the story of the great devastation to anyone who would listen.  Each time he told it the story became more embellished.

St. Peter obliged.  He assembled a large heavenly audience.  But as the man rose to address them, St. Peter whispered in his ear,
”I think I better warn you; Noah is in the audience”.
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WHO ARE THE BRANCHES?
	In John 15:1-8 we read of Jesus speaking of the Vine and the Branches. This is a great spiritual observance of how important it is to be a part of Christ. The question that some will ask is who are the branches that Jesus is referring to?		In verse 1 we read “I am the true vine...” Jesus is always to be understood as being true in all cases nothing false to be found in Him. Jesus, as the vine, presents Himself as absolutely necessary to spiritual life. Notice verse 4 "Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in Me.” For one to be able to bear fruit and have their prayers answered they have to abide in Jesus (vss. 5, 7). The ones who are not abiding in Christ will be cast out as a withered branch, gathered, thrown into the fire, and burned (vs. 6).	
	So we ask again who are the branches? Most denominations teach that the branches are referring to all different kinds of religion, but the problem is that there are many different churches, teaching different doctrines. We are told the branches are different religions, but they are all connected to Christ, the vine. Well is that true? Let us notice what Jesus says "I am the vine, you are the branches..." (vs. 5). The question that truly needs to be answered is who are the "you” as mentioned in verse 5? To answer that question we have to go back to chapter thirteen and read through to chapter fifteen. As we read we come to understand that the "you" refers to Jesus' disciples, not to different religions. Brethren we need to always remember that God is not the author of confusion (1 Corinthians 14:33). Religious division is condemned by God (1 Corinthians 1, 2). Jesus never teaches to be divided in fact Jesus is our source to spiritual life through unity, so how can anyone justify teaching something different from what Jesus has authorized? Let each of us rely on the teachings of Jesus. 	Brethren if we would just keep with the context of the writings of the bible we will understand the truth, and be able to recognize when the teachings of man are getting in the way. God loves each and every one of us, but He still expects us to be followers of His Son Jesus Christ in all forms. We will be judged by Jesus words in the end (John 12:48-50) not by the thoughts of some manmade religion or view. That is the blessing of God because His words will never change.																Ernie
