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GETTING A DO OVER

	I can remember as child, a great phrase that was used time and time again during many different games that phrase was “I want my do over”. I used to play golf about once a week and would often reward myself with a mulligan, my do over. There are many teachers who will have children do poorly on a test and allow a do over. Do over’s are a very common thing in our society everybody wants it but not all will get it.
	Brethren, the opportunity to get a do over is both a great blessing and a frightening challenge. It is truly a rare thing when you get a do over in something that matters a great deal. Esau was one that learned this through bitter experience (Heb 12:16-17). He truly wanted a do over with his birthright that he sold for a simple bowl of food. Over time we come to learn that starting over will only involve things that can be changed and things that are under the control of your own will! So we may ask what do over’s do I need or what can I get with my do over? 
	First we can learn that the forgiveness of God is an opportunity to start over. What God offers us in forgiveness is beyond description! Each and every person in this world is given the opportunity for a new life as a child of God. “Or do you not know that as many of us were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in the newness of life” (Romans 6:3-4). The great thing is that we can start over at any time (Revelation 22:17). This is the great gift of God. He allows each one of us to truly have a do over in this life. But also notice it does not stop there. From time to time we will sin and know that we need a do over with God to make things right. Does God tell us sorry you are out of do over’s only one mulligan in a life time? The answer is no God says that He will allow Christians an opportunity to start over when it is needed. 
	When we sin we must renew are conscience, overcome pride, and have the courage to ask God for forgiveness “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness” (1 John 1:9). 
Where are you right now? Do you need a “do over”? If so, take this opportunity to make yourself right with God, you will never regret using your do over.
