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WHICH AM I A LIBERAL OR A CONSERVATIVE?
	
Brethren we begin by noticing that there is a clear distinction between these two ways of life. The first to be considered is liberal this view would represent one that has a mental posture which advocates freedom from authority.  The second mental posture would be conservative, which would represent, an attitude and practice which conforms to established authority.	           

Liberalism in the Civil and Religious World.
Political liberalism often involves the determination to change or at times even ignore our constitution. Liberalism, as herein viewed, is a flagrant disregard for restraint and an inordinate desire to be immersed in what one would term liberty. Well is it any different in religion? No, it is not. Liberalism manifests itself in the rejecting of the scriptures as the infallible will of God. Some may disagree, but when you really look at the actions of a liberal mind-set person the truth comes out. Letting us observe that those who embrace liberalism often advocate Jesus probably was not born of a virgin, was more than likely not really God in the flesh, and does not really have to be obeyed the words of Jesus. In other words they practice what they do because "it feels good" or "I want to do it my way." Of such John wrote these words "Whosoever transgresses, and does not abide in the doctrine of Christ, does not have God…" (2 John 9).

Conservatism in the Civil and Religious World.	
As mentioned, conservatism is basically the disposition to conform to authority. Instead of trying to change our constitution, conservatism is trying to enforce it. Well once again is it any different in religion? No, the religious conservative believes in and upholds the scriptures as authoritative (1 Peter 4:11). He/she believes we must obey God's word regardless of we “might think” (Romans 2:6-9). Of such John wrote these words "...He who abides in the doctrine of Christ, has both the Father and the Son" (2 John 9).	
		
Brethren, the attitude that each and every one of us possess is very important. In fact, what we think is what we are (Proverbs 23:7). Our country and religious community are in serious trouble if things continue the way they are going. Hopefully people will come to the understanding that God is not only a loving and merciful God, but also a God that must be followed and obeyed regardless of what our society may want. Let each of us stop and ask ourselves are my views in the liberal camp or in the conservative camp? The answer is to that question is found in the way we observe God’s word, we either do completely or we don’t.													Ernie
