Let me tell you a story of a man that made a great impact on the world. Most will know this man by his name but may not know something else about him when it came to Christ. 		
	Mohandas K. Gandhi (known by most as simply Gandhi). He was the leader of the Indian nationalist movement against the British rule and considered the father of his country. He is internationally esteemed for his teaching of nonviolence to achieve political and social progress.		
	Gandhi says in his autobiography that in his student days he was truly interested in the Bible. Deeply touched by reading the Gospels, he seriously considered conversion to Christianity, since Christianity seemed to offer the real solution to the caste system that was dividing the people of India. One Sunday, he went to a nearby church to attend services. He decided to see the minister and ask for instructions in the way of salvation and enlightenment on other teachings. But when he entered the auditorium, some men refused to allow him to sit and worship, they suggested to him to go worship with his own people. Now imagine what he did. Gandhi left and never came back. He stated in his book “If Christians have caste differences also, I might as well remain Hindu.” 		
	Wow!! How would that make you feel to be turned away from wanting to study the scriptures? This is what happens when people think they are better than others. The bible is clear when it says “Whatever you want men to do to you, do also to them... (Matthew 7:12). Let each of us always strive to be as Christ, He wanted all people to come to him regardless. But remember He also expected all that came to Him to be faithful to His teachings. Knowing that all would be judged by his words (John 12:48-50) not by some person.
