		WHEN DOES LIFE START?
	Brethren, we live in a day and age when people get rid of human life like it was the trash to be taken out. How terrible it is to know that even our own government will not observe life as being sacred. The point in time we consider being the start of life determines our view of the practice of abortion. 			
	So how does one find out when life starts? It would help us to first Biblically establish when death occurs. We need to remember that every person on this earth except those living when the Lord returns in judgment, shall die (Hebrews 9:27). James informs us concerning death, "For as the body without the spirit is death, so faith without works is dead also" (James 2: 26). So that means death comes when the human spirit leaves the body. 						The other question to ask, does life begin at conception, a certain time after conception but before birth, or at birth? An important text is Exodus 21:22, 23. Does the text address only the woman with child or the woman and her unborn child? Since the wording is ambiguous, I contend the ambiguity is deliberate, both the mother and her unborn child must be understood. Therefore, the unborn child is viewed as living, "life for life." Take time to read these biblical scriptures addressing and describing the unborn child, one will quickly come to the conclusion that the unborn child is viewed as having life (Luke 1: 41, Psalm 139:13-16, Jeremiah 1: 5). In some of these verses the unborn child is in the earliest stages of development (embryo). Brethren, the true Bible student must conclude the unborn child is more than a meaningless, lifeless mass, to be disposed of like day old trash. The obvious answer, then, is life starts at conception (the time when the spirit enters, the opposite of death). 	The Bible teaches us to revere human life and preserve it. The millions of unjustified abortions are evidence of a declining society! It is so sad how rebellious people unjustifiably kill and then refuses to take life when one should (Romans 13: 1-7)!
