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OUT OF THE MOUTH OF BABES

In the foyer of a church building where we used to attend there was a sign on the wall with this statement “I must start giving to God as He is giving to me, lest He start giving to me as I am giving to Him.” Brethren this statement can be taken a few ways. First we can understand that it speaks about our giving financially. Another way to also look at it is with our lives that we live on this earth. In Romans 12:1-2 we read these great inspired words of God. “I beseech you therefore, brethren by the mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service. And do not be conformed to this world, but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you, may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.”

In these two verses we find how we are to give of ourselves as a “living sacrifice” because it is our “reasonable service”. How does your life brethren stand up to these verses?  Can we truly say “I am giving wholly of myself and means to Christ? “ Remember it is each person’s “reasonable service” to do so. The words of our Lord were so correct when He said “…out of the mouth of babes and nursing infants you have perfected praise” (Matthew 21:16). Out of the mouth of babes brethren come some of the most profound words and thoughts.

Let me tell you of a little girl who understood about giving of oneself. During a worship service one Sunday morning, the offering plate was being passed around and it came to the little girl at the end of a row. She took the plate, placed it on the floor, and stood in it. When the man passing the plates saw this he asked “what are you doing?” She responded, “In bible class I learned that I was supposed to give of myself to God.” Brethren that precious little girl had the right idea. Let each of us think as did this little girl wanting to say yes I am a living sacrifice to the Lord and will always put His will before mine.
