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MORE ON THE PLAN OF SALVATION
As stated two weeks ago I began a series of articles with passages coming from the book “The Simple Truth” by Aaron Erhardt. We will continue our look at the truth of salvation. This morning we will look at the third area of the “Plan of Salvation” and how we are to follow each step to truly reach our ultimate goal in this life, “Heaven.”
REPENT
	A person must repent of his/her sins, as commanded “I tell you, no; but unless you repent you will likewise perish” (Luke 13:3). “Truly, these times of ignorance God overlooked, but now commands all men everywhere to repent” (Acts 17:30).
	Now brethren some will argue that repentance comes from faith. Well that is not true. Faith is what leads one to repentance. For instance, the people of Nineveh heard the preaching of Jonah, believed it, and then repented of their wickedness. The Bible says, “And Jonah began to enter the city on the first day’s walk. Then he cried out and said, “Yet forty days, and Nineveh shall be overthrown!” So the people of Nineveh believed God, proclaimed a fast, and put on sackcloth, from the greatest to the least of them. Then word came to the king of Nineveh; and he arose from his throne and laid aside his robe, covered himself with sackcloth and sat in ashes. And he caused it to be proclaimed and published throughout Nineveh by the decree of the king and his nobles, saying, Let neither man nor beast, herd nor flock, taste anything; do not let them eat, or drink water. But let man and beast be covered with sackcloth, and cry mightily to God; yes, let everyone turn from his evil way and from the violence that is in his hands.  Who can tell if God will turn and relent, and turn away from His fierce anger, so that we may not perish?
Then God saw their works, that they turned from their evil way; and God relented from the disaster that He had said He would bring upon them, and He did not do it” (Jonah 3:4-10).
	Brethren, repentance is a change of one’s mind that results in a change of life. An excellent example of what it truly means to repent can be seen in the parable of the two sons in Matthew 21:28-31.  If you read this you will notice that in the parable the man told each of his sons to go work in the vineyard. One said he would, but never did. The other said he would not, “but afterward he repented, and went.” That is exactly what it means to repent. It is a change of one’s mind that results in a change of life. 
	A display of repentance took place during place during Paul’s third missionary journey. When he preached the gospel to the people of Ephesus, we read, “And many who had believed came confessing and telling their deeds. Also, many of those who had practiced magic brought their books together and burned them in the sight of all. And they counted up the value of them, and it totaled fifty thousand pieces of silver” (Acts 19:18-19). Notice that these new believers burned their books of sorcery and witchcraft in a public display of repentance. Their change of mind resulted in a change of Life. It is said that the books they destroyed would be valued at over a million dollars at today’s standards!
	Brethren, when one repents they change their heart and life. Without that change there is no repentance.											Ernie
