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WHY DO WE BOW IN PRAYER?
	The title was a question asked of me last week. The answer is not as easy as it may seem. The reason for this is because there is no biblical answer to the question. What I mean by this is that we do find areas in the Bible where they did bow (usually their whole body) in prayer however it was never a requirement of God. So then why do so many take this posture during a prayer?
	Some have attempted to bind certain physical postures on people when they pray, but is one certain posture binding? Brethren, we read of people acceptably praying while lying down, sitting, kneeling, standing and erect. (2 Kings 20:1-3, 1 Kings 19:1-5, Acts 21: 5, Mk. 11: 25). Jesus prayed on the cross, suspended between heaven and earth (Matt. 27: 46). The physical posture, then, is not as important as compared to the mental posture of the person engaging in prayer. 
	In the Psalms we do find this scripture “Oh come, let us worship and bow down; Let us kneel before the Lord our Maker” (Psalm 95:6). In this passage, the Psalmist indicates that bowing and kneeling expresses a deep reverence for God and that it is much more than just bowing one’s head. In this one verse David uses three different Hebrew words to express what the attitude and position of the worshiper should be. First, he uses the word “worship” which means to fall prostrate as a sign of honor to the Lord, with an associated meaning of allegiance to Him. The second word he uses is “bow”. This means to sink down to one’s knees, giving respect and worship to the Lord. The third word he uses is “kneel” which means to be on one’s knees giving praise to God. According to the Psalmist, bowing and kneeling in God’s presence is a sign of reverence (cf. Philippians 2:8-10). 
	As we pray, let’s remember that a humble posture of the heart is far more important than merely our physical position (cf. Luke 18:13-14). With all this said I, myself, truly believe that posture has its place during the worship service; not that it is required but it does remind us of who is “Boss.” It allows distractions to be eliminated while one is looking to the ground in reverence giving their full attention to God and the prayer that is being offered in our behalf.
