 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MY DASH
How often do we think about the legacy we will leave? When I was young I was always told to keep my name pure, and do nothing to corrupt my name. Think about a gravestone for a moment. What do you think is the most important part of it? Many will tell you the inscription or maybe the amount of years that have been lived. However the dash between your date of birth and the date of death is the most important, carrying more information in that dash then anything wrote on the stone. The dash is where all your life took place and what you were all about. So how will people remember your dash?


Paul wanted the Thessalonians to understand that their dash was very important, in fact even more important now than ever. The reason for this was because they were living for God. Paul knew that false doctrine was sneaking its way into the church and he wanted them to understand that they could withstand it and live for God every day. Paul gives them great encouragement by helping them remove these destructive seeds and again plants the seed of truth pointing out how their dash had become a life lived for Christ. Paul states “we are bound to thank God always for you, brethren, as it is fitting, because your faith grows exceedingly, and the love of everyone of you all abounds toward each other, so that we ourselves boast among the churches of God for your patience and faith in all your persecutions and tribulations that you endure, which is manifest evidence of the righteous judgment of God, that you may be counted worthy of the kingdom of God, for which you also suffer” (Thessalonians 1:3-5). What a dash, to have someone as Paul tell other congregations how great you are in the kingdom of God. The greatness was their strength to stand for the truth of the gospel. . Let each of us strive for a dash as the dash of the Thessalonians, and our faith will grow as it did with the Christians of the first century.
