Duty To Country

Jesus begins by dealing with the problem of paying taxes. Paul also taught us that we should pay taxes, Romans 13:6‑7a. In Matthew 22 Christ tells us that it is our duty to obey the laws. We are to submit to the ordinances (laws) of the land ‑ Romans 13: 1‑5; Titus 3:1.  This we do for the Lord's sake, that we might silence foolish men in the world 1 Peter 2:13‑16. If we can prevent that we should as long as we do so within the boundaries that God has given. Jesus also stresses that we are to do good. We are to be ready for every good work – Titus 3:1. We are to have conduct that is honorable before all ‑ 1 Peter 2: 11‑12, 15‑16. Good is not expressed by a dictator telling you how and when you can have it.  A person as this is pure evil. What does the bible say about our duty towards evil? Romans 12:9- “Abhor that which is evil; cleave to that which is good”. Paul also told us that we have the duty of praying for our country, 1 Timothy 2:1-3 “I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions and giving of thanks, be made for all men; For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty".
