CAN IT REALLY HAVE HAPPEN AS THE BIBLE SAYS?

When one reads the Bible they read of a great flood (Genesis 6-8). Now most people will not disagree that there was a flood. However, there are many who can’t believe that the flood was Global. The Bible is very explicit about the fact of the flood (Gen. 7). The source of the flood waters was both "rain" and "all the fountains of the great deep broke up.” That means water came from underground (Genesis 7: 11, 12). The "waters prevailed exceedingly on the earth; and all the high hills, under the whole heaven, were covered" (Genesis 7: 19). The purpose of the flood was to purify the Earth of human evil (Genesis 6: 5, 7, 17). 

Well many will say ok that might be correct but how do we know that it was universal. There is the belief among some religious people that the flood did occur, but it was limited to the Mesopotamian valley. The description of the ark suggests universality (Genesis 6: 14-16). In view of the revealed facts, the ark would have had a huge impact of about 43,000 tons, the same capacity as the Titanic. Why would such a huge ship be needed if the flood was only local? Brethren, we are told the flood covered all the high hills, and the mountains (Genesis 7: 19, 20). The science of hydrology would suggest such a depth of water, when leveled out, would cover the earth. We find 30 different examples in Genesis six through nine which indicate the flood was worldwide. 



Brethren, if the flood was only local, why go to all the trouble of building the ark, animal gathering, etc.? Why not just move to another area I mean come on was not 120 years long enough to move Noah’s family and the animals and anyone else that may have listened? Some will then say well we look to the New Testament not the Old Testament. Well guess what I bet God figured some would say that. So he had it also spoken of in the New Testament as a global flood (I Pet. 3: 20; 2 Pet. 2: 5; 3: 5, 6). Brethren, even our own geological people of the 21st century continue to find fossil evidence proving the flood was global. God is so powerful isn’t good to know that He is on your side.
