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LOOKING FOR SAFE PLACE
	When I was a firefighter in Texas we would have big grass fires that would at times move so quick that we could not catch them or even out run them if need be. We were taught that if we for some reason we became surrounded by fire and knew that there was no way for escape that we were to take a flare and burn an area around us. Then we would take a stand in the burned area and be safe from the threatening fire. As the flames would approach, there would be no need to be afraid. Even with the ocean of fire surrounding us there was no fear, because the fire had already passed over the place where we were standing.  But say for instance you decided to step outside of the burnt area and into the path of fire, you would get burnt. It does not take a rocket scientist to figure that one out.
	Brethren, our everyday life has a lot in common with an out of control fire. God tells us that there will be a day,  “…when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with His mighty angels, in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not know God, and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ” (2 Thessalonians 1:7-8). Now let each of us understand that there will only be one place that we will find safety, of course that place is in the way of Jesus Christ. However, the same is true with our Christian lives as it was for the firefighter, if we decide to walk out of the safe area and enter back into the raging fire of sin we will get burnt. This is the devil’s desire to entice each of us back into that raging out of control way of life.  God wants each of us to find refuge and safety in His Son; all that we have to do is obey the words of God and allow Jesus to be our life and guardian. “But the Lord is faithful, who will establish you and guard you from the evil one” (2 Thessalonians 3:3). Look to Jesus for your safe place, for in Him we shall not be consumed by the great flames of death.																Ernie
