Thoughts on Mothers in the Bible
The word mother occurs 245 times in our King James Bible, 159 times in the Old Testament and 86 times in the New Testament.
Why do you think God made mothers?  One answer, from a renowned orator Is this:
“God gave our mothers to us to comfort and teach us. Both parents have this responsibility -- but mothers especially are equipped by God for this task. Children need to learn right from wrong; they also need to learn to be less selfish. The Bible says, "Listen, my son, to your father's instruction and do not forsake your mother's teaching" (Proverbs 1:8).”
