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CARRYING A GRUDGE WILL NOT ONLY HURT OVER TIME IT WILL KILL!
	The word "Grudge" is commonly defined as, "A feeling of ill will or resentment" usually this is toward another person or persons. A held grudge often involves hate and the desire to do harm to the one against whom the grudge is held sometimes physically and sometimes emotionally. Whichever the case this is not the attitude that a Christian should have regardless the situation. Brethren it is sad to say but there will more than likely be more Christians found on the Day of Judgment found guilty of sin because they were not willing to forgive.    		"Love your enemies," said Jesus (Matthew 5: 44). Jesus continued, "Bless those who curse you, do good to those who hate you, and pray for those who spitefully use you and persecute you" Jesus himself practiced what he taught. Hear him on the cross as he prayed for his murderers, "Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they do" (Luke. 23: 34). Moreover, Jesus taught: "For if you forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if you do not forgive men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses" (Matthew 6: 14, 15).			A biblical truth unknown to many is that actual forgiveness is conditional. Regarding a brother or sister who has sinned against another, Jesus teaches us to "Take heed to yourselves. If your brother sins against you, rebuke him; and if he repents, forgive him." (Luke 17: 3). Teaching us that yes one has to ask for forgiveness but also when they do the brother or sister in Christ are required to forgive. Jesus unconditionally forgave. The same murderers for whom Jesus prayed his Father to forgive, were later charged with the sin of Jesus' murder and told to repent (Acts 2: 22, 23, 37, 38). It was not until they complied with the terms of forgiveness that they were, in fact, forgiven (Acts 2: 38-47). However, this does not mean, that one is to carry a grudge or harbor hate toward another. There must at all times be a forgiving spirit in each and every one of us (Ephesians 4: 32). 		Brethren, grudges are self-destructive. Hate eats away at the very fiber of the grudge carrier until he or she is miserable and obsessed. The inspired apostle Paul wrote, " “Be angry, and do not sin”, do not let the sun go down on your wrath." (Ephesians 4: 26). Let us remember sin will not be found in Heaven and the Bible is very clear if we carry a grudge and are not willing to forgive than we will not be found in Heaven. Why would anyone allow something in this world to keep them from a peaceful, perfect, pleasing place known as Heaven.							Ernie
