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Starting On Time

Solomon was a man with much wisdom. In fact God says wiser than all of a mankind. Wisdom is what Solomon asked of God and God gladly gave it to him. Although Solomon did not always use this wisdom for good, sometimes it was to benefit him in worldly things. As Solomon grew older he began to see the wrong of his ways. He knew that he needed to teach his young son’s and others better than how he had decided to live. In the book of Ecclesiastes we read these great words pertaining to our youth. “Remember now your creator in the days of your youth. Before the difficult days come, and the years draw near when you say, I have no pleasure in them” (Eccl. 12:1).





This verse is even better understood when read in its fullness, Eccl. 12:1-7. Solomon begins speaking of the youth of life and continues to the end of our life when we give up the spirit. Solomon is instructing us to grow up correctly, grow up with Christ in our life, and live by the commandments of God. He demonstrates to us that we need to be pure in our lives, not only in our worldly lives but even more importantly in our spiritual lives. Brethren, if we stay pure as God has intended for us, the evil days will not come to haunt us in our latter years, as it did Solomon.


This direction that is being given to us by Solomon applies to the physical age and also our young Christian state. He is telling us that we need to be brought up in the ways of the Lord. Solomon points out to us his mistakes so we can learn from them and not have to make the same mistakes that he made. He is telling us I have been there and done that, stay away from all things that are contrary to God. Brethren, Solomon is instructing us to teach our children and grandchildren, to start living for Christ early at a young age so we will not fall behind in our duties as Christians in our latter life. Think about it once someone falls behind it is often very difficult to catch back up.

When I lived in the state of Washington, we would use the ferry system for transportation. Many times you could spot someone running for the ferry trying to catch it before it left the docks.  Try to picture the site of a man rushing up to a departing ferry, breathless after running at a terrific pace, arriving just as the gate man was shutting the gate.  A bystander remarks, “you did not run fast enough.” The disappointed man answers back, “I ran fast

               enough, but did not start on time.”  Brethren, to accomplish the most for God in our lifetime, we must start on time “in the days of our youth.” However it is never too late to start, just much easier when we start in our younger years.
