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Why Give The Plan of Salvation?                                                                                                                 Is It Really Needed?

When visiting the Lord’s church you would think you would hear the preacher give the plan of salvation. (Meaning what it takes to be saved). What is very alarming is that there are more brethren no longer giving the “plan of salvation.” They no longer explain what needs to be done to be saved. One would think that maybe some are ashamed of the gospel. In Romans 1:16, Paul writes these words about the gospel that all men preaching should be able to say “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone that believes, for the Jew first and the also for the Greek.” Brethren how hard is it for one to understand without the “plan of salvation” one will not know what to do to be saved. I believe that some members of the church today are afraid to infer that some are lost. Maybe the problem is even bigger than we realize. Perhaps some in the church today believe that people are not lost.                         





Back to the basics is what is needed; this is a very important thought for one to remember. What is more basic than explaining to an individual what it takes to be saved? The “gospel plan of salvation” must ring out to the entire world until the end of time. “And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, all authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo I am with you always, even to the end of the age” (Matthew 28:18-20). Brethren we can never stop giving the “plan of salvation” from the pulpit because if we do then how will we say we have preached the whole truth- “How then shall we they call on Him whom they have not believed? And how shall they believe in Him who they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher” (Romans 10:14)?



Some in the church will say that giving the plan of salvation at the end of the sermon seems to be robotic. They may say there is nothing heart-felt about it. This statement is completely wrong. If it was not a heart-felt invitation than why give it at all. We may ask why we give the plan of salvation at the end. Can we not give it in the middle also? Of course we can. However, it does make sense to explain at the end of a sermon what one needs to do to enter into heaven. When is the invitation usually given at the end? This of course means to invite someone to do something. That something is to be saved. It is given so that one has the opportunity to be saved to enter into the kingdom of God. The church, Christ’s church. How important is the “gospel plan of salvation?” Very, important because without being given the “plan of salvation” one will never know what to do to be saved. So how important is it? It was so important that in Acts 8 the Ethiopian eunuch stopped Philip in the middle of his teaching and said he was ready to obey the truth right then. What

Happened? Well Philip baptized him. Imagine if someone today during the middle of a sermon walked down to the front and asked to be saved. I believe that many would say you will have to wait until the invitation song, let me finish my sermon. Wrong answer, the time is now to follow the “gospel plan of salvation” not tomorrow.
