Why the Thief on the Cross Was Saved Without Baptism
      From time to time the question about the thief on the 
cross comes up when I am studying with someone about baptism.  Usually the question will be asked, “Why should 
I have to be baptized in water when the thief wasn’t?”  When 
one reads the bible they find that water baptism is for the remission of sins, that is putting off the old man and putting 
on the new. (Acts 2:38, Romans 6:4-23, Galatians 3:27, 
2 Timothy 2:10).									
      We read about the thief on the cross in Matthew 27:38-44, and Luke 23:32-43. Jesus said these words to the thief “…Assuredly I say to you, today you will be with me in Paradise.” (Luke 23:34). The thief appeared to fear God, admitted that he was guilty and accepted his deserved punishment. He also showed respect toward Jesus, defending His innocence and knew of the kingdom that Jesus taught 
about (Luke 23:40-42). This man was certainly not an unrepentant sinner expecting some kind of death bed salvation as many will try to say about him. 
							
      Jesus’ teaching about the universal necessity of baptism 
for the salvation of sins was not given until the great commission (Matthew 28:18-20, Mark 16:15-16, Luke 24:46-49). What we need to remember and observe in the scriptures
 is that this thief lived and died before the commission, 
meaning baptism for the remission of sins was not applicable 
at that time. 	
				
      The reason this question is usually asked is because one 
is trying to evade the teaching of New Testament regarding baptism. Brethren, the thief and all other inapplicable arguments do not erase the essential nature of baptism. All penitent sinners need to be baptized for the remission of sins (Acts 2:37-38). 
Let us be taught by the words of God, not by the lies of some manmade doctrine. 																					Ernie
