THE FREEDOM OF CHOICE
	Have you ever heard the phrase "free moral agency" and wonder exactly what is meant by this phrase? Let me explain the concept by defining the words that are used. By "free" it is meant the enjoyment of certain rights, "moral" suggests right principles or conduct, and "agency" refers to the state or being of exerting power or choice. So really what this phrase is talking about is the freedom to choose.	God has given each and every one of us the ability to make our own choices. Something important to realize is that the scriptures actually urge man to choose. For example we find these statements “choose for yourselves this day whom you will follow,” “come to me," and "open the door" (Joshua 24:15; Matthew 11:28; Revelation 3:20). Brethren, Adam and Eve were given the choice to obey or disobey God (Genesis 2:17; 3:1-6). The famous "curses" of the Hebrew scripture were based on the Jew's free moral agency: "But it shall come to pass, if you do not obey the voice of the Lord your God...all these curses shall come upon you..." (Deuteronomy 28:15-20,45).		
The Bible is very clear that all people are responsible for how they choose to live. Since each of us has the freedom to obey or disobey and God does not overpower the will of man, every person is responsible for his/her own actions. "The soul who sins shall die" (Ezekiel 18:20). We all need to understand that sin, as such, is not inherited. "The son shall not bear the guilt of the father, nor the father bear the guilt of the son." The prophet further states, "...the righteousness of the righteous shall be upon himself, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon himself" (Ezekiel 18:20).	
In view of the freedom of choice belonging to each of us, the book of Acts is full of examples of the sinner being urged to come to God. At the very outset we read, "And with many other words did he testify and exhort, saying, save yourselves from this untoward generation. Then they that gladly received his word were baptized..." (Acts 2:40-41, KJV). Brethren, are you making the right choice, because one way or the other we are making choices, we just need to make sure that the choices we are making are the same that  God would have you make.
