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Let Me Be Your Example

“Let no one despise your youth, but be an example to the believers in word, in conduct, in love, in spirit, in faith, in purity” (1 Timothy 4:12).

This verse is a perfect illustration of the example that we are to be. There is nothing left out, it deals with all areas of life. We are all examples in one way or another. In fact we are all leaders by our examples. Someone is watching us, someone is following your example. Someone is paying close attention to what each of us are doing and saying in this life. We just need to pray and be sure that we are setting the example that is worthy of others to follow.

The Bible tells us that shepherds of God’s flock are not to lord over the flock, but to prove to be examples. They are to lead by example. This is the way that all Christians should live, leading by example. I can remember this being graphically illustrated in the US Army. The symbol of the infantry (foot soldiers who do most of the front-line fighting) is a solider with a rifle in one hand, helmet cocked, and head looking back behind him. The rifle is pointing forward, the other arm is giving a “Come on ahead” motion, while this solider leading the way shouting back, “follow me!” This symbol illustrates leadership-by-example, as this solider calls his fellow soldiers to follow him into the heart of the battle.

Let us be like the soldier standing tall and shouting the words “follow me” because I am following Christ.
