WHO FORMED THE CHURCH OF CHRIST?
Many have asked this question. They wonder did the church of Christ come from a man or was it something more. There are those who state that the church of Christ was started by Alexander Campbell, referring to members of the church of Christ as “Campbellites”.  Brethren nothing can be further from the truth. We learn from the scriptures that the church is “the pillar and ground of the truth” (1 Timothy 3:15). So this tells us that for one to be part of the church mentioned in the Bible they must practice the truth that is found in the scriptures and that only.  	
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jesus gave his life for the church, Acts 20: 28). The church became a reality in Acts 2, in Jerusalem, as was prophesied (ca. AD 30, Isaiah 2: 2, 3). The Book of Acts records the first 30 years of the history and progress of the church. Within just a few years, there were thousands of members of the church in Jerusalem and local churches were established in many cities (Acts 4: 4, 5: 14, 6: 1, 14: 1, 21: 20). Well what church was formed Jesus told Peter that “…I will build My church…” (Matthew 16:18). 					      	We also need to realize that the scriptures prophesied that there would be an apostasy from the truth and the true church (2 Thessalonians 2: 1-12, I Timothy 4: 1-3). The falling away was influenced by the very leaders (elders) who were appointed to oversee the local churches (Acts 20: 28-31). It is apparent that the original apostasy was realized in Catholicism. The Lord's church is historically obscure from about AD 600 until the 1800s. Men such as Martin Luther attempted to reform the corrupt Catholic Church (The Reformation, AD 1517 through 1784). Men then realized the reformation was not the proper goal and turned their attention to restoring the First Century church (The Restoration, AD 1809 continuing). Men such as Thomas Campbell urged all to speak only the Bible (I Peter 4: 11). Alexander Campbell son of Thomas did not start the church of Christ he just reminded everyone that if one wanted to truly be part of the Lord’s church they had to return to the “pillar and ground of truth” that is God’s word. 		
As a result of the Restoration Movement, the early church was historically re-introduced on a noticeable scale. You can now, in many cities, find a local church that is scriptural in designation, work, and worship. However, the scriptures tell us that there will continue to be, cycles of fidelity and apostasy (I Corinthians 11: 19). Just as before man always thinks he can do things better than God or change His word to conform to society. How wrong one is because Paul said inspired by God “And do not be conformed to the world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God” (Romans12:2). We cannot conform to some man made religion. We have to be transformed and become a part of the one and only church that is Christ’s church for there is no other.										Ernie
