Over the next few weeks I will be taking my thoughts of these articles from the book “The Simple Truth” by Aaron Erhardt, a book that I would highly recommend.	
	Can a child of God fall from grace? That question has been discussed so many times in religion; men have debated on the issue until blue in the face. This topic has caused so much dissension in the religious world. Brethren, people all over the world have very strong convictions when it comes to this subject. However, ones need to disregard all preconceived ideas and prejudices when it comes to this subject each of us need to turn to the scriptures for our answers. 			Let us begin with that little word Faith. Now everyone will usually agree that faith is very important and without it we cannot be a part of Christ. The Bible is very clear on the subject of faith “But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him” (Hebrews 11:6). How can anyone come away from reading that passage and think that faith is not required. When Paul wrote his first letter to the young evangelist Timothy he expressed that people could do some terrible things with their faith.  He stated that their faith could be shipwrecked (1 Timothy 1:19), depart from the faith (1 Timothy 4:1), deny the faith (1 Timothy 5:8), cast off the faith (1 Timothy 5:12), and finally strayed concerning the faith (1 Timothy 6:21).  						Now are we to believe that someone can be found in one of these states and be just fine with God? Notice Paul made it very clear these were Christians who were doing these things and if they did not change they would not be with Christ when they leave this world.
