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“FEELINGS NOTHING BUT FEELINGS”

Remember those words from a popular song, many have taken those words and have decided to live by them in all parts of their life including their spiritual life. So let us ask the question what role do feelings have in religion?
Let us begin with looking at the role of feelings or emotions from a biblical perspective. Brethren, feelings are a vital, necessary part of our relationship with our God.  Emotions include such feelings as love, hate and fear.  Jesus stated that we are to totally love God and love our neighbors. We are also taught to hate certain things, the Bible tells us that the Lord hates false doctrine. We are to fear or reverence God.  In short, we must obey God "But God be thanked that though you were slaves of sin, yet you obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine to which you were delivered. And having been set free from sin, you became slaves of righteousness" (Romans 6:17-18).






However brethren, we need to also understand that feelings can be misleading. Feelings become very dangerous when we "go by our feelings" instead of fact.   Saul of Tarsus (who became Paul) "thought within himself" that he should do many things contrary to the name of Jesus of Nazareth (Acts 26:9).  Feelings are not meant to be authoritative.  For read the words of Solomon: "He who trusts in his own heart is a fool, but whoever walks wisely will be delivered." (Prov. 28: 26).
Brethren, Jesus told us that religion which is without true feelings is vain (Mk. 7: 6).  However, religion which uses feeling as authority is in serious trouble.  Allow me to ask a personal question: Why do you believe as you do?  Is it because you "feel it is right" or because "you have book, chapter, and verse"?  True religion incorporates feelings and recognition of correct external authority.  Observe John's statement, "For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not burdensome" (1 Jn. 5:3). Brethren, True biblical feelings (love) help us to acknowledge external authority - God's commandments.

Indeed brethren, the role of feelings in true religion is indispensable.  But, remember, there is no conflict between true emotions and God's authority, which is His Word! Brethren let each of us always allow the Word of God to direct our feelings.
