“And let them make me a sanctuary; that I may dwell among them.  According to all that I shew thee, after the pattern of the tabernacle, and the pattern of all the instruments thereof, even so shall ye make it.”, (Exodus 25:8-9)
“Follow The Pattern”

Much is being said around the world both in the churches and from the world about the great differences between religions. We do not need to study all the religions of the world nor even all the “christian” churches of the world to understand how to account for all the differences between them. Consider, if you will, the seamstress who decides to sew a dress for a child. I am told that one of the first steps is to select a pattern. Why? In order to end up with something that looks like and functions just like the original. If the seamstress selects a pattern and then decides to make the dress with puffy sleeves instead of what was specified to be straight sleeves, while the dress may be very near the original pattern, it still – is different.

And so it is with religion. This morning, we will be studying a bit about the pattern of religion delivered to humanity by God Himself (and what better pattern maker could there be)! In other words, I am contending that the solution to BOTH the elimination of religious division AND the unification of the churches of the world rests in following the original pattern right down to the selection of the very fabric and thread.

We must; however, be careful to not presume that we ourselves have accomplished this perfectly. We must, instead, examine the scriptures daily for ourselves. We must, continually go back to the pattern and make sure that the garment we are making is truly following the original pattern.
Follow the pattern – end up with the same thing. Failure to follow the pattern is essentially establishing your own religion.
