“God Is Light”
“And God said, Let there be light: and there was light. And God saw the light, that it was good: and God divided the light from the darkness.” (Genesis 1:3-4)
Throughout Scripture, the term light is used to indicate goodness – as God judges goodness.

Too often, humans are inclined to expect God (our Eternal Creator) to think like us and act like us. This just is not so. Often folks say things like, “God is on my/our side”. Notice, I have yet to find a verse of scripture that God chooses sides. Instead, His creation is instructed to choose HIM!

We cannot expect God to judge things as we judge – unless of course, we are judging in the way His written Word has declared. In this case, it is not our judgment but rather His. As a people determined to follow God through His resurrected Son, Jesus we must remain ever vigilant and determined to preserve His truth.

Few, if any, really enjoy being in utter and absolute darkness. We even say that someone who is uninformed is “in the dark”. We have developed flashlights and various other means of keeping us from tripping in the dark. Perhaps all can echo the judgment of God when He declared of the light, “it is good”.

Perhaps also, more will be able to declare the goodness of God as we come to appreciate what another passage of scripture has declared, “This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all.” (I John 1:5)
