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"The wicked flee when no man pursueth: but the righteous are bold as a lion.”, (Proverbs 28:1)
Undoubtedly, scripture was not referring to following “the yellow brick road” to find boldness and confidence. Perhaps, though, we who have watched the entertaining Wizard of Oz can appreciate that for one to have boldness, a decision and commitment must be made.

As regards no the Kingdom of God, an obedient and faithful child of God (Christian according to the New Testament) has every reason to be bold; both now and in the day of God’s final judgment of mankind.

Often is repeated “ya can’t teach an old dog new tricks”. However, an emboldened Christian understands that one is never too old to learn; one is never to old to extend his/her ability to reach the lost on behalf of the Savior.

Some of the more common areas where folks are quick to NOT feel bold is when asked to teach a Bible class or participate in a neighborhood evangelistic effort by knocking on doors and/or making phone calls. Often, the “scapegoat” is worded something like, “that’s just not my area of talent”.

Perhaps it is time for many of us to reassess our “talents”. Some of us will likely discover that while this or that is not presently a  talent, with just a little bit of courage based on the promise of God, through study of His Scriptures, will provide every need, perhaps, just perhaps, we will discover heretofore hidden talents.

So, the next time one of our Elders or Deacons calls on you to give you an opportunity to serve, perhaps instead of responding negatively out of fear of failure, embarrassment, or a feeling of inadequacy, you will instead remember what God’s Spirit told Solomon to write to you, “… the righteous are bold as a lion”.
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
